TORONTO, ONTARIO (March 14, 2012) - The Made IN Toronto (MINT) Film Festival will celebrate World Water Day and its First Year Anniversary with a One Night Only Photographic Exhibition courtesy of WWF-Canada, taking place on March 22, 2012 at the Royal Ontario Museum (100 Queen’s Park, Toronto) at 7 PM. The photographic exhibition is the latest addition to a multi-disciplinary program that includes a screening of the award-winning documentary Spoil, which follows world-renowned photographers from the International League of Conservation Photographers (ILCP) as they journey into British Columbia’s Great Bear Rainforest. The exhibition features a stunning selection of photographs from the expedition.  

“This spectacular exhibition is a great way for people to see the beauty of the Great Bear region up close,” says Glen Alan, Founder and Executive Director, MINT Film Festival. “We are honoured that WWF-Canada has chosen to premiere this exhibit in Toronto with the MINT Film Festival on World Water Day.”
 
WWF-Canada and the ILCP are bringing these images to Toronto to show Canadians what’s at stake in the Great Bear Rainforest, and to encourage nation-wide support for its protection.

”These amazing photographs, and the stories that accompany them, make it very clear that this is no place for an oil pipeline or oil supertankers. Protecting the Great Bear Sea is like protecting the Galapagos Islands, or the Amazon rainforest,” says Darcy Dobell, VP of WWF-Canada’s Pacific Region.  “It’s Canada’s responsibility, and it’s our gift to the world.” 
 
The Great Bear Rainforest expedition was undertaken by the ILCP to highlight one of the most fragile and intact marine ecosystems in the world, and to mobilize against the proposed Enbridge Northern Gateway Pipeline.  The Spoil trailer can be seen here

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About The MINT Film Festival - In just one year, the Made IN Toronto (MINT) Film Festival has gained a reputation as a strong advocate and promoter of locally made social and environmental issue documentaries as well as Toronto musicians and artists. MINT’s mandate is to bring filmmakers, artists, guest speakers and members of the community together to explore subjects of urgency, topical interest, and environmental concerns through special documentary film screenings.  Each event begins with live entertainment and performances and concludes with audience participation in discussion with the filmmakers, directors, and subject experts.  Ten percent of the sale price of each ticket purchased goes into a fund to support local filmmakers, musicians and artists. 
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
